Among the millions of immigrants who came to the shores of the United 
States from 1881-1924, was a small group of Greek-speaking Jews, a 
true minority within a minority.  Learn about this fascinating community, 
what life was like for them on the Lower East Side and why, while       
hundreds of early synagogues closed their doors, Kehila Kedosha Janina, 
the synagogue they founded in 1927, is still open and functioning as a 
Jewish house of worship.   
 
 
Our speaker will be Marcia Haddad Ikonomopoulos.  She is the Museum Director of Kehila Kedosha Janina and 
President of the Association of Friends of Greek Jewry.  Ms. Ikonomopoulos is the former Director of Special      
Projects for Sephardic House, is a translator of Greek Jewish Holocaust Memoirs and a teacher of Judaic studies.

SOCIETY SPONSORS FILM AT MANDELL JCC FILM FESTIVAL 
 

Ahead of Time

     The Society is proud to be a sponsor of the film, Ahead of Time, at the upcoming 
Jewish Film Festival.  It is a documentary on the life of international foreign         
correspondent and photojournalist, Ruth Gruber.  Born in 1911, Gruber’s work 
chronicles much of the history of the 20

th
 century.  She was the first journalist to   

enter the Soviet arctic in 1935, and she also traveled to Alaska as a member of the 
Roosevelt administration. She escorted Holocaust refugees to Oswego, New York, 
covered the Nuremberg trials and reported the British attack on the ship Exodus 
1947 in Haifa.  Her storied career includes many firsts and she was on the scene for 
many of the modern era’s most important events. She has been called a “witness 

and participant in the making of history”.  Ruth Gruber has also written 19 books, including Haven: The   
Unknown Story of 1,000 World War II Refugees, Exodus 1947: The Ship that Launched a Nation, and 
Raquela:  A Woman of Israel, one of her best known works.     
 
This film weaves actual footage with interviews and never before seen archival material.  It premiered at 
the 2009 Toronto International Film Festival and won Best Documentary at the Berkshires International 
Film Festival.  Ahead of Time is the story of a remarkable woman, told through her photos, her writing, and 
her own words.

     You will soon have the opportunity to travel back in time, see the sites, and hear the   
stories about Hartford’s illustrious Jewish community.  Anthropologist and author, Betty  
Hoffman, has done in-depth research for us.  A professional tour guide, with much             
enthusiasm, from the Lower East Side Jewish Conservancy will lead our tour. 
     We will be offering a “test run” of the tour on June 24 which will be offered to Society 
members only. The community, history buffs, and visitors will have an opportunity to reserve 
their spot in the fall.

 From the 1920s through the 1960s three rabbis, with national prominence, led three 

Hartford congregations.  On our tour we will step inside each of their synagogues. Do 
you know who they were and where their synagogues were? 

 Many Jewish immigrants were peddlers when they arrived in Hartford.  Which peddler 
from the 1840s created a store that eventually became 
the largest privately owned department store in the  
country? 

 Back in the early 1940s The Crown Market in Hartford 
did not sell chicken.  Why not? 

 Before the days of our current safety nets of Medicare 
and Medicaid, how did the Jewish community take care 
of the infirm?

“FROM ELLIS ISLAND TO MADISON SQUARE  
GARDEN:  MY DISCOVERY OF THE HERITAGE OF 

JEWISH BOXERS” 
 

     Binnie Klein’s talk on Jewish boxers was                           
supposed to coincide with the opening of our  

     newest exhibit on Louis “Kid” Kaplan.  
Unfortunately, our surprise snowstorm changed 
those plans, but there was still an enthusiastic group 
on hand, eager to learn more about the history of 

Jews in boxing.  Ms. Klein became fascinated with 
this story after she donned gloves to begin her own 
boxing “career”.  The early part of the 20

th
 century 

was considered the “Golden Age” of boxing, and 
many of the top contenders were Jewish, often       
immigrants like Kaplan, who first learned to fight in the 
streets and then brought their talent to the ring.  Many 
in the audience were amazed at the number of Jewish 
fighters who not only competed, but went on to win 
championships.

It felt like a family reunion—a family that all shopped or worked at G. Fox & 
Company. Elizabeth Abbe, Director of Public Outreach at the Connecticut

Timing and logistics of the route,       
research on scheduled and drive by sites, a brochure and publicity are some of the many details we are working on.   
 
If you have never visited Charleston and Savannah, don’t miss the fabulous trip we are planning for October. Working with      well
-connected professional local Jewish guides will provide us with many extras and unusual opportunities. 
 

The summer of 2013 will bring another extraordinary journey with Professor Sam Kassow, this time to Russia and Warsaw.
